In order to negate the possibility of
wood splitting in an uncontrolled way due to theglaer acting as a glue | decided to run a very

The top panel has 8 recessed and plugged brasgssdigey may be corroded and care must be
taken when removing the plugs and the screws.

At the same time | checked
the plywood bulkhead integrity with a small bradlalihe plywood half bulkheads are
coated in resin and may feel sticky — this is qodemal.

10. My 346 had clearly been leaking past the chkitep in the past. There are a row of 1/4”
galvanised bolts around the hull — mine had evideicorrosion and proved impossible to
remove easily. | therefore drilled and insertedhé#as M6 bolts, penny washers and nylock
nuts between the existing bolts. Don't do themaayptight as you may distort or crush the
GRP and break the seal. All the holes were paibnétdre the new bolts were inserted and
the existing bolts were treated with a rust presestits the blue looking paint in the
pictures (| used Vactan — just my preference lhertd are lots out there)




11. Check for leaks by spraying water every whetside.

12. Replacement is simply the reverse........ illedfthe screw holes with wax sticks — rather
than use dowels — easier to remove in the future
